E very house in Neenah has a wa-
ter meter to measure the amount 
of water they use. It is usually in 

the basement, but may be in a closet 
or any heated space. 
   There are actually many different 
types of water meters, but the type 
used in Neenah and found in most 
homes throughout the country is a 
positive displacement meter with a 
magnetic drive. The materials used in 
the meters are extremely thin and 
light-weight to eliminate friction. 
Friction in the meter can lead to low 
readings. 
   As water passes through the meter, 
it causes a disc to rotate inside of a 
sealed chamber. The disc contains a 
magnet that drives a separate register 
outside of the sealed chamber. As the 
disc rotates, the magnet rotates and 
the register counts the number of rota-
tions. The register is calibrated to the 

size of the sealed chamber, and so the 
number of gallons of water is regis-
tered. 
   The register is connected to a trans-
ponder, which is a small radio signal 
transmitter. To read the meter, the 
Utility employee drives down the 
street and picks up the transponder 
signal on a special receiver designed 
for water meters. Generally, the meter 
reader does not have to enter a house, 
unless there is a problem with the me-
ter or it is time for a change and test 
of accuracy. A test is required on all 
small meters every eight to ten years.  
   Frequently, when customers receive 
large utility bills, they blame the me-
ter for over registering. Since the de-
sign is positive displacement, the disc 
cannot rotate unless water passes 
through the chamber. Therefore, it is 
unlikely that the disc can spin faster 
than the water flowing through it. 

New immunization requirements 

T he Wisconsin Student Immuni-
zation law was recently 
changed, adding two different 

vaccine requirements. This may affect 
your child’s compliance with the law.  
The change will go into effect this fall 
with the beginning of the 2008-2009 
school year. One reason these require-
ments are being made is because our 
state has the 5th highest rate of pertus-
sis (whooping cough) in the nation.  
The second is due to the documented 
decrease in chickenpox disease when 
children have received two doses of 
the varicella vaccine. 
The new requirements: 
· 1 documented dose of tetanus, diph-

theria and acellular pertussis vac-
cine (Tdap) for students entering 
6th, 9th, and 12th grades, and 

· 2 documented doses of varicella 
(chickenpox) vaccine for students 
entering Kindergarten, 6th, and 12th 
grades beginning in the 2008-09 

school year (this coming fall). 
Exceptions: 
· If your child will be entering 6th, 

9th, or 12th grade and already re-
ceived a tetanus-containing vaccine 
(e.g., Td vaccine) within the last 5 
years, your child is compliant and 
Tdap vaccine is not required.   

· If your child had chickenpox dis-
ease, even after the 1st dose of 
varicella vaccine, further doses of 
the vaccine are not required. 

Parents are encouraged to have their 
child immunized well in advance of 
the start of the 2008-09 school year in 
order to meet the Immunization Law 
requirement. 
    Summer is a great time for children 
to have their annual physical exams 
and their immunization updates. Par-
ents are encouraged to contact their 
primary care provider or the Neenah 
Health Dept. (886-6155) for further 
information.

Q Why did Neenah invest almost 
$6 million in the Glatfelter site? 

A When Glatfelter announced it 
was closing its downtown mill 
after 132 years of operation, it 

was a stunning blow to many of our 
families and to our community, leav-
ing us with an abandoned mill on a 
site in need of remediation. But there 
is an old saying, “When life serves 
you lemons, make lemonade.”  
   City staff, our Community Develop-
ment Authority, and your elected offi-
cials took the initiative to complete 
the complex negotiations to acquire 
the property and support the remedia-
tion of the site to prepare it for a ma-
jor redevelopment initiative. 
   The Plexus Corporation had the vi-
sion and willingness to lead this ef-
fort, announcing the construction of 
an $18 million national headquarters, 
bringing 325 employees into the 
downtown, keeping a valued and 
growing company in Neenah, and ex-
tending our downtown to the water-
front—opening up yet another recrea-
tional opportunity for Neenah citizens. 
   Taxes on the new increment will fi-
nance Neenah’s investment, down-
town businesses will flourish, and the 
community will continue its incredi-
ble growth and redevelopment. 

Q Why did Neenah hire a part- 
time Ordinance Enforcement 
Officer? 

A The vast majority of citizens 
take pride in their property, re-

   These are just some of the 
comments from those who 
attended the Citizen’s Acad-
emy on Apr. 5.  Participants 
interacted with numerous of-
ficers that work day in and 
day out to protect and serve 
our community.  Citizens 
were able to gain a new in-
sight into the person behind the shield.  
Citizens went “hands on” with offi-
cers in a varied day of learning.  
   Academy participants immediately 
went into the training mode pairing up 
with officers to move into the world 
of police work. Activities included the 
following:

hostage rescue.

Yard Waste 
Remember that all hedge trimmings, 
garden debris, and fine brush should 
be placed loosely in cans or baskets 
not to exceed 35 gallons in size or 50 
pounds in weight or in 30 gallon bio-
degradable paper bags. Small amounts 
of brush should be bundled, 2 feet in 
diameter by 4 feet long and tied with 
cord or placed in 30 gallon biodegrad-
able paper bags. 
   Large amounts of brush up to 3 
inches in diameter should be kept long 
and placed adjacent to the street with 
the cut ends facing one direction for 
chipping.  
   Check page two of your 2008 Recy-
cling and Refuse Guide for the yard 
waste pickup dates in your area.  A 
yard waste drop off site is available at 
the Tullar Road Garage Drop-Off 
Center. 
 
Grass Clippings 
The City will not collect grass clip-
pings. For a fee you may dispose of 
grass clippings at the Winnebago 
County Landfill, Cty Rd Y, Oshkosh.  
Contact them at 920-727-2884.

The Tullar Road garage drop off cen-
ter is open Mon.-Fri. 7:00 a.m.-5:00 p.
