Immunizations 

T he Neenah Department of Public 
Health strives to assist parents 
in keeping their children safe 

from vaccine preventable diseases.  
We utilized grant funds applied for 
and received from the State of Wis-
consin to monitor vaccination compli-
ance rates for children turning two 
years of age in 2009. Children 2 years 
of age need to have 4 DTaP, 3 Polio, 1 
MMR, 3 Hib, 3 Hepatitis B, and 1 
Varicella vaccination.  
   If a child is identified as falling be-
hind the Advisory Committee on Im-
munization Practices (ACIP) recom-
mendations, parents are given infor-
mation and an explanation regarding 
vaccines their child needs to stay 
healthy.  Parents may make an ap-
pointment with their primary care pro-
vider for their child to receive the 
needed immunization(s) or they can 
call the Neenah Department of Public 
Health to schedule an appointment at 
our immunization clinic(s).   
   As parents prepare their children for 
the 2009–2010 school year, they 
should also be aware of the new State 
law that requires children in grades K, 
1, 6, 7, and 12 to receive a second 
dose of Varicella. Additionally, chil-
dren in grades 6, 7, 9, 10 and 12 need 
to receive a dose of Tdap. These im-
munizations are required by the State 
for children attending Wisconsin 
schools. 
   Waivers are available for health, 
religious, or personal conviction rea-
sons. However, in the event of an out-
break of vaccine preventable disease, 
students with waivers may be ex-
cluded from school until the outbreak 
subsides.

The Green Corner - Rain Barrels 

R esidential irrigation can ac-
count for 40% of domestic wa-
ter consumption in a given mu-

nicipality. Rain barrels not only store 
water, they help decrease demand dur-
ing the sweltering summer months.  
   Only ¼ inch of rainfall runoff from 
the average roof will completely fill 
the typical barrel. Collection of water 
from rooftop runoff can provide an 
ample supply of this free "soft water" 
containing no chlorine, lime, or cal-
cium. Because it tends to have fewer 

sediments and dissolved salts than 
municipal water, rain water is ideal 
for a multitude of applications, includ-
ing organic vegetable gardens, land-
scape plantings, indoor plants, auto-
mobile washing, and cleaning house-
hold windows. 
   Rainwater diversion will also help 
decrease the burden on water treat-
ment facilities and municipal drainage 
systems during storms. Just one more 
thing that we can do to make our com-
munity more sustainable. 

Did You Know? 
Grass clippings contain phosphorus, 
the nutrient that turns lakes green with 
algae. One bushel of fresh grass clip-
pings can contain 0.1 lbs of phospho-
rus - enough to produce 30 - 50 
pounds of algae growth if it finds its 
way to a lake or river! 
 
What Can You Do? 
• Leave grass clippings on the lawn.  
• Direct grass clippings away from 

streets, driveways, sidewalks, and 
other paved areas.  

• Sweep up grass clippings and return 
them to the lawn.  

• Set the lawn mower at a higher set-
ting (over 2.5 inches) letting shorter 
blades fall back onto the lawn as 
natural fertilizer.  

• Sharpen mower blades every 1-3 
years.  

• Mow when your lawn needs it, not 
on a fixed schedule.  

• Mix grass clippings with leaves and 
soil to make a backyard compost 
pile. 

 
Why? 
• Grass clippings are composed of 

85% water!   
• With grass recycling, use of fertiliz-

ers can be reduced by 30- 40% or 
more!  

• Lawns mowed higher are more 
competitive against weeds.  

• Lawns mowed higher withstand 
heat stress  better, need less water-
ing, and are more resilient, reducing 
bare spots and soil erosion.  

• Leaving grass clippings in place 
leaves the equivalent of 1 pound of 
nitrogen per 1,000 ft² - the same 
amount you would get from 1 fertil-
izer application.

Single stream recycling starting in 2010 

T he City will mail all residents a 
sticker along with the 2010 re-
cycling guide. Residents will be 

asked to place the sticker on a con-
tainer that will meet their volume 
needs. Keep in mind the size limits in 
your recycling guide 
(no larger than 35 
gallons and a weight 
limit of 50 pounds). 
   Residents will be 
able to place paper, cardboard, and 
commingled recyclables in one con-
tainer. 
   Cardboard: Will have to be cut 
down to size to fit in your container so 
the sanitation crewman can easily 
dump the container. Cardboard will be 
accepted outside of your container as 

long as the cardboard is flattened and 
bundled in 2'x3'x8' size. 
   Paper items: Place paper in your 
container along with commingled re-
cyclables. Continue to place paper in a 
brown bag to prevent littering. 

   C o m m i n g l e d 
items: Glass bottles 
and jars, aluminum 
cans, tin food cans, 
and plastic narrow-

neck bottles can be placed loosely in 
your container (no blue bags). Refer-
ence your recycling guide. 
   Pick-up: You will be able to place 
all of your recyclables at the curb on a 
weekly basis along with your garbage 
on your scheduled pick-up day. 

Stop using blue bags 
starting January 2010.
