he Neenah Dept. of Public 
Health has successfully com-
pleted all program requirements 

for the 2009 Performance Based Con-
tract Grants. Programs included in the 
contract are childhood lead, preven-
tion, immunization, maternal and 
child health, and public health prepar-
edness. 
   Highlights of the completed Per-
formance Based Contract grants are: 

Á Seven children with elevated blood 
lead levels and their families were 
provided with guidance on abating 
lead hazards in their homes.  

Á 42 residents who applied for build-
ing permits for renovations were 
provided information about lead 
hazards when renovating. 

Á 39 parents of children ages birth 
through 7 years old and 17 pregnant 
women were shown how to prop-
erly position their child in the cor-
rect car safety seat. 

Á A crib safety program was estab-
lished with community partners.  
Eight infants received free, new 
cribs to assure their safe sleep. 

Á Four community events partnering 
with Neenah Parks and Recreation, 
Neenah Police Department, area 
health care systems, and a local 
bike shop, provided wheel safety 
education. 127 children received 
bike helmets, most in low income 
neighborhoods. 

Á 81% of infants born to families re-
siding in the Neenah Health Depart-
ment jurisdiction who turned 24 
months of age during the contract 
year received 4 DTaP, 3 Polio, 1 
MMR, 3 Hepatitis B and 1 
Varicella vaccination.  

Á Through the radon test kit distribu-
tion program, 175 households re-
ceived free radon test kits. 

Á The Neenah Dept. of Public Health 
continued to provide leadership in 
the community related to public 
health preparedness activities in-
cluding the H1N1 influenza pan-
demic.

Bicycle safety tips 

R 
iding a bike is a great way to 
exercise and to help the envi-
ronment. However, biking can 

be a very dangerous activity when 
care is not taken.  In 2008, there were 
716 deaths and 52,000 injuries that 
involved bikes and vehicles. So how 
can you and your family keep yourself 
safe? Here are some impor-
tant tips: 

Á Never ride against traffic. 
State law requires bikes 
drive like other vehicles 
and motorists usually 
arenôt looking for bikes 
on the wrong side of the 
road. 

Á Follow lane markings. 
Donôt pass on the right. Motorists 
usually donôt look for bikes when 
turning. 

Á Dress appropriately. Keep you and 
your family warm and dry.  

Á Wear a helmet! They prevent head 
injuries. 

Á Use lights and a vest when riding in 

low light.  

Á Always keep both hands ready to 
brake. Never steer with only one 
hand as it limits stability and in-
creases braking distances. 

Á Watch for road hazards. Keep an 
eye out for things like loose gravel 

as this can easily cause you 
to lose control. 

Á Use hand signals.   

Á Watch behind you and 
always check before mak-
ing any move. 

Á Avoid busy streets.  Take 
the path less traveled even 
if it adds some time to your 
ride. 

Á Ride in a way that wonôt cause a 
motorist to have to react to you.  

Á Follow the rules of the road. Obey 
traffic signs and signals.

A 
valid rabies vaccination certificate 
is required each year in order to 
license your pet. Neutered/Spayed 
cat or dog - $6.00; Unneutered/
Unspayed cat or dog - $11.00. 

¶ You can still use your blue bags for 
regular garbage but recyclables 
must be in the container? 

¶ You should have house numbers 
clearly visible for emergency vehi-
cles to locate you? 

¶ Unused electrical appliances 
should be unplugged to save on 
electricity and reduce the risk of a 
fire? 

¶ Dogs  in  parks must be on leashes 
at all times. Dogs are allowed on 
roads and  paths  only. They  are  
not  allowed on playgrounds, ath-
letic fields, picnic  areas,  lawns,  or  
in park shelters. Minimum fine for 
violations is $114. 

¶ Summer parking rules take effect 
on Apr. 1. Overnight on-street park-
ing is allowed from 2:00 am. to 
5:00 a.m. only on the odd/even side 
of the street that matches the date. 
Remember that for the purposes of 
determining whether the day is odd 
or even, it is the BEFORE midnight 
date that is counted. In other words, 
if you park your car and go to bed 
at 10 p.m. on the 14th, you must be 
parked on the even side of the 
street. The fact that the date 
changes at midnight is irrelevant to 
the ordinance. City-owned parking 
lots are also permitted for overnight 
parking April through October. 
However, be sure you do not leave 
your vehicle parked in a city lot or 
on the street for more than 24 con-
tinuous hours, or it will likely be 
towed as an abandoned auto.

Winnebago County has developed an 
emergency telephone notification sys-
tem that will call and notify you of 
evacuations, weather emergencies, 
and other serious incidents.

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Mayor Scherck responds 

Q 
The Mayor says City taxes in-
creased less than 1% for 2010, 
but mine went up much more.  

How can he say that? 

A 
Because thatôs what actually 
happened! The 2010 tax rate 
for municipal purposes in-

creased less than 1%. Your tax bill, 
while mailed by the City, combines 
the taxes as determined by the elected 
boards that represent the schools, 
county, Fox Valley Tech, and the 
State. The City portion is just 34% 
and pays for services like police, fire, 
streets, library,  and  parks and recrea-
tionðto name just a fewðbut it does 
not include services provided by the 
school district, County, State or tech 
school.  

Q 
Why do City projects end up 
going over budgetðespecially 
the Plexus/Glatfelter project?   

A 
First, the City has a long record 
of completing projects under 
budget. While budgets are esti-

mates and unforeseen factors can of-
ten influence the final expenditures, 
the process we have in place and the 
oversight of staff and the due dili-
gence of the Council usually bring the 
project in at or below the estimate.  
Here are just a few examples: Water 
Plant, $2.1 million under, Alta Re-
sources, $2.4 million, Lake Street 
utilities, $220,000 under, and recently 
the water main construction on 
Breezewood Lane came in $128,000 
under budget. 
   Such results are typical but when 
that does not happen, the buck stops 

here and it is my job to find out why it 
happened and look for ways to im-
prove the process and the oversight. 
   The Plexus/Glatfelter project was 
the most complicated the City has 
ever undertaken. Our option was to 
allow a major company, with 400 em-
ployees, move to a location outside 
Neenah or to raze the mill and remedi-
ate the site, preparing it for a $20 mil-
lion global headquarters at the gate-
way to the downtown. 
   You can judge the results for your-
self and there are also five additional 
sites to develop. The tax increment 
created will pay back our costs over 
time. No one was happy with the in-
creased expenditures brought on by 
unforeseen additional remediation, 
legal assistance to meet complex envi-
ronmental regulations, and to assist in 
meeting grant requirements that 
brought the project over $1.1 million 
in grants with another $500,000 pend-
ing. 
   Meeting the Plexus fast track sched-
ule to insure they would stay in Nee-
nah was another factor that increased 
costs. This was a completely transpar-
ent project, as the Community Devel-
opment Authority held open meetings 
with minutes available to anyone in-
terested.  Nevertheless, we will review 
the entire process and look for ways to 
further increase oversight and moni-
toring of every project.

¶ Cleaning up after your pet is good 

for both you and your local envi-
ronment! 
¶ Pet waste left in yards, sidewalks, 

roads, and other open areas is car-
ried by rain or melting snow into 
storm drains and then to waterways 
where it can harm water quality and 
human health. 
¶ Pet waste contains harmful bacteria, 

parasites. and viruses that can make 
swimming, boating, and drinking 
unsafe. 
¶ Nutrients in pet waste can promote 

the growth of algae and aquatic 
plants in waterways making the 

water murky, green, and smelly.  
The waste also depletes water re-
sources of oxygen, endangering fish 
populations. 
¶ Always bring a plastic bag or two 

when you walk your dog. 
¶ Use the bag like a glove, scoop the 

waste, then turn the bag inside out 
and seal. 
¶ Put the bagged waste in a trash can 

or flush UNBAGGED waste down 
the toilet. 
¶ NEVER throw dog waste down a 

storm drain. They lead directly to a 
water resource such as a stream, 
lake, pond, or wetland.

The dirt on composting 
Home composting can provide valu-
able material for gardens and land-
scaping while reducing costs for dis-
posal.  

Be a good neighbor. 
All composting should be done in a 
nuisance-free and environmentally 
sound manner. This includes minimiz-
ing odors and not attracting excessive 
numbers of rodents and other pests. 
Composting should also follow the 
general guidelines published by the 
Wisconsin DNR found on their web-
site. http://dnr.wi.gov/org/aw/wm/
recycle/issues/compost.htm 

Where can I compost? 
Choose a level area with good drain-
age. If possible avoid direct sunlight 
and areas exposed to strong winds. 
Neenah ordinances require compost 
piles to be located in rear yards only, 
3 feet from the property line and 20 
feet from any neighboring dwelling. 
Composting sites must be contained 
within a 3-sided structure or a com-
mercially fabricated compost bin. 

What's good to compost? 
Vegetable and fruit scraps. Tea bags. 
Coffee grounds and filters. Egg and 
nut shells. Yard materials. Small 
amounts of waste paper including tis-
sues, kitchen towels and newspaper.  

What's bad to compost? 
Meat. Fish. Dairy produce. Eggs. Fat. 
Oil. Bones. Animal waste. Plastics. 
Shiny paper and cardboard. For more

E-waste drop off 

B 
eginning April 26 through May 
21, yard waste will be picked 
up weekly, usually the day af-

ter your garbage collection.  
   Hedge trimmings, garden debris, 
and fine brush should be placed 
loosely in cans or baskets not to ex-
ceed 35 gallons in size or 50 pounds 
in weight or in 30 gallon biodegrad-
able paper bags. Do not use plastic 
bags or cardboard boxes for yard 
waste. 
   Small amounts of brush should be 
bundled, 2 feet in diameter by 4 feet 
long and tied with cord or placed in 
30 gallon biodegradable paper bags.  
Large amounts of brush up to 3 inches 
in diameter should be kept long and 
placed adjacent to the street with the 
butt ends facing one direction for 
chipping.

Multi-lane roundabouts 2010 Construction 

W 
ith Winneconne Avenue 
scheduled for reconstruction 
this summer, itôs time to talk 

about the safe use of roundabouts. 
   The roundabouts on the project will 
be multi-lane roundabouts. Part of the 
Cityôs efforts will be to educate the 
public on how to drive a multi-lane 
roundabout safely. 
   The rules for using multi-lane 
roundabouts safely are basically the 
same as the rules for single lane 
roundabouts with a couple of addi-
tions: 

½ choose the correct lane as you ap-
proach the roundabout, following 
the signs and pavement markings 

½ slow down 

½ yield to all lanes of traffic within 
the roundabout 

½ once in the roundabout, do not 
switch lanes 

½ do not pass trucks within the round-
about. Large trucks often need to 
straddle lanes as they maneuver 
through a multi-lane roundabout. 

½ look out for pedestrians and bicy-
clists 

Roundabouts are safer, less costly, 
reduce emissions, and save time; but 
they do require public education and 
we will make that our highest priority 
before concrete is laid.

¶ Curb & gutter construction on 
Sherry, River, and Edna. (Jul.-Sep.) 

¶ Resurfacing Adams and Appleblos-
som. (Aug.-Oct.) 

¶ Construction of roundabouts at Cas-
tle Oak and Marathon, and Fort and 
Marathon, and paving in Castle 
Oaks III. (Aug.-Oct.) M

Open burning 

U 
nder City ordinance, you are 
only allowed to burn in a fire 
pit if you have a burning permit 

and follow the specific guidelines of 
the burning ordinance. 
   Bonfires are prohibited. People who 
obtain permits are allowed to burn 
from 6:00 p.m. to midnight, seven 
days per week. The purpose of this 

ordinance is to allow residents to have 
a recreational fire in a safe manner. 
Bonfires, and the burning of leaves, 
brush, and garbage are prohibited.
