Re: Armed Robbery

The Neenah Police Department is investigating an armed robbery that occurred at 10:00 PM on
5/26/16 at the BP gas station at the corner of S Commercial Street and Cecil Street. One male
entered the gas station and displayed a handgun. The suspect took the money from the till and
left the area going west on Cecil Street. No injuries resulted from this robbery.

The suspect wore black clothing, a black mask without eyeholes, and latex gloves. He was
approximately six feet tall and 220 pounds.

Investigators were called to the scene as well as a K9. Attempts to track the suspect were
unsuccessful. Neenah officers did a neighborhood canvas and cleared all of the open garages
and cars in a two block radius.

The Neenah Police Department will continue to investigate this incident.
