WHAT IS OPERATION RECREATION? 
Operation Recreation is an affordable, 
flexible and convenient summer day 
camp for children ages 5 (as of June 
1, 2016) – 7th Grade. It is suggested 
that the child has completed 
kindergarten. The program runs 
7:30AM – 5:30PM Monday – Friday on 
the dates listed to the right.  

REGISTRATION - 
Registration can be completed online, through the mail or in our 
office. You must register a MINIMUM of one week in advance of 
the dates you plan on attending. Even then, we do not guarantee 
open spaces. You pay for what you are registering for (ex. You can 
sign up for the whole summer right away, but you have to pay right 
away). 

COST - Full week  - $135 for one child. 

     Daily rate -   $30 per child.  
Multi-sibling discount offered, not available for online registration. 
Walk in or mail in only. 1st child full price, additional children $25 daily 
or $115 weekly.
